WisDOT P Ann Pamke notedthat Nina M cLawhornOsnedcalleaw hasbeenextendedto June 1%, John
Cherrey reportedthata Library Week open house washeld at WisDOT on April 6" where refreshmerts were
served and customizedtoolkit brochuresweredistributed

Cherrey also amouncedthat WisDOT will move the library from its present eighth-floor locaion to the
first-fl oor lobby within the next six to nine months. Additionally, the Milwaukeesatellite library is migrating
more than 15,000 volumesto Hill Fam headquarterswhich will be convertedinto the main library catalog
systemwhile also adding itemsfrom the materials lablibrary.

KDOT b Marie Manthe indicatedthat Library Week wassuccesful with nearly 60 atendees a visit from the
Secetary of Transportation, and the completion of a handful of surveys. She received several donations from
KDOT staff to thelibrary asareault of the openhouse evert.

ODOT bLauwaWilt said that Oregon DOT held its Library Weekopenhouse in conjunction with the history
certer and had nearly 100 attendeesatits April 5" evert. A timeline wasset up thatincluded five parels
displaying two decadesof history using the state mapas a background. She noticedreceiving more requeds
for itemsand information asareault of the openhouse.

OhDOT bJaret Bix reportedthat no formal event washeld but a mas e-mai wassert to all staff with a
Library Week update. OhDOT library staff also placedsignage (Bother Us! 1tOur JobO)throughout the
building asareminder to use library resourcesand services

TDOT BRuth Letson amouncedthat she attendedthe Temessee State Library Conference during Library
Weekbut haspooledfund study bookmarks and thark you notesfor future use. She continuesto work on the
upgrade to SydneyPlus.

MDOT Db Sue Sillick introducedLisa Autio, the new librarianat Montara DOT who started ealierin April
and comesto the departmenrt with amedcal library background.

OCLC hasofferedto do a product demonstration of their Collecion Managemert software at
the meeting. TAC memberswill be akedto volunteertheir ideasin which to draft a two-day agenda.

Bed practice discussion B John sought advicein coordinating the certralization of WisDOT library
cdllecions. With more than 15,000 volumesarriving from satellite libraries there will be a push to integrate
new holdings into the main catalog systemand determine which volumesare to be stored off site. Oregon
will undergo asimilar situation soon.

Swe hired a contractcataloger to integrate MDOTO®rgan zaional developmert library into the system and
to track materials disseminated throughout the department. Ruth mertionedthat TDOT hasitstraining

offi cersdistribute CTS and PE materials while conducting training sessions throughout the state. Plans are
also being discussedfor a computerized electronic kiosk for self-service checkout of bar-codeditems. Janet
said that Ohio hasan L TAP areanext to the transportation library where materials are coded diff ererily but
checked out in the same mamer asother resources Basedon information from an L TAP database, Jerry
sharedthata Mn/DOT survey polling 400 city and county engineersreveaked nealy 75% of the 130
repondents use atleas 1 of 15 library/reference services Additionally, 97% of regpondents indicatdthere
wasa needfor such services egecially acces to electronic documerts.

FHWA quarterly reports DNo quedions arose nor were changesrequegedto the administrative/marketing or
technical servicesquarterly reports.

Billing proces by WisDOT/Memorandums of Understanding BAnn reported that FHWA is working with
WisDOT on reimbursemerts from the pooledfund account. Now that OCL C contracts have beennegotiated
MOUs will be mailedto TAC membersfor signature once Ann hasreviewed and fi nalizedthe drafts.

OCLC wrap up and WiLSinvoicing BMaggie hasfi nalizedarrangemerts with most regonal library
providersfor this yearO©CL C subscriptions. The Wisconsin Library Services(WiLS) will issue a blarket
invoiceto CTC & Associates Karsashasanindependent contractand Pemsylvarniais|ooking into this
possibility aswell. Oregon quedionedthe separaton of FirstSearchcaosts onits OCLC invoice. Maggie will
invedigate.

[1. Review draft of technical survey results

Maggie reviewed a draft report of the 109-quedion January 2006 survey conducted amang pooledfund study
member libraries The report shows a wide range of operaing budgets and variahility in how operatonal
budgets areegablishedand funded. For example, Mn/DOTOdibrary budget comesfrom the departmentOs
gereralfund, while some statesuse only State Plaming & Resarch (SP&R) dollars or acombination along
with administrative funds. Some statesObudget linesinclude salarieswhile othersshow only actual costs or
what wasspert.

Sincereporting to the humanresurcesdivision, the Ohio DOT Library hasimplemenedanonline
accaunting systemto track expenditures Montana hasaformulabassdon Pat Il of SP&R funding
guidelines. Sue and Lisawill be drawing up a budget soon which will take into accaunt a collecton
asesmert audit.

Discussion ensued about the needfor collecion maragemen tools to evaluate holdings and substartiate
cdlecion needs. Whenassessing currert collections, it wasnotedthat much transportation-related
informaion is classified under OighwayOversaus other trarsportation modes Part of the rean for thisis that
transportation agerciessuch asTRB and AASHTO add volumesof their own highway-related publicaions
under this classificaion. In the pag few yeas, WisDOT hasstrengthenedits bike/pededrian, safety and
aviation-related materials in regponse to this concern Sue notedthat more publications from FHWA canbe
obtainedwhen making a requesd to be addedto the distribution list.

Further commerts on the survey canbe directedto Maggie. Christi indicated portions of the survey have
beenconvertedto charts and will be usedin anNTKN brochure insert and subsequert newsletter articles
She aso reportedthat sheisinvedigating outreachopportunitiesatthe AASHTO RAC meetng in July and
the CEO Leadership Summit atthe Certer for Transportation Studiesin Segember. Possibilitieswould
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include a presertation or the distribution of pooledfund study marketing materials atthe confererce. TAC
membersareaskedto notify Christi of similar presentation and/or distribution opportunitiesto erhance
networking and outreach activities

mertioned Elsevier Sciencedrect Transportation online journals asanother resource.
