TLCatand WorldCat feesare being paid through the pooledfund study. No changeshave occuredwith
existing contracts, however, specific contract provisions areimpactedby regonal library providers Further,
Maggie reported that she spoke to Kate Vincert, OCLC, about receving quarterly reports. It wasagreedthat
regular reports would help update TAC memberson special additionsto callecions and other OCL C-related
information.

Library Toolkit - Maggie Saccoreportedthatin conjunction with the publicaton of the final report, sheis
working on a Transportation Librarian Toolkit. PatCasyis currently reviewing the lateg draft which has
includedalot of detail. TAC memberinput will be sought to ensure the Toolkit is auseful and thorough
guideline for trarsportation libraries

V. Pooled fund study extension

Ann Pamke reported on the fi nancial commitmerts and obligations that arecurrertly on the TPF Website. A
total of $170,000 islistedfor year3 and a $20,000 commitmert for year 4. There will be some carry-over
from thefirst two yearsof the project Pemsylvariaislistedasbeing read to obligate for anothertwo years
There wereonly a few reponsesto the draft extersion proposal that listed servicesand taks. Ann explained
the existing consultart contractsituation and indicatedthe TAC would needto have a separate teleconference
to determine how to proceedwith extensions.
